Four days before inauguration | heard a news report (NPR, again), that no Muslim clergy had
been asked by President-Elect Trump either to pray or to attend the inauguration. | was deeply
saddened, though hardly surprised, and decided to check out the story.

| was stunned to discover that not only were no Muslim clergy being asked to pray (and what
a missed opportunity this represents), but no Protestant Clergy were included either, no
Methodist, Baptist, Lutheran, Episcopalian, Presbyterian, or United Church of Christ. There is a
rabbi, six evangelical ministers, and an archbishop. (Yes, | know it sounds like the beginning of
a joke).

There clearly has been no attempt to represent the fullness of the faith community, and this
does not bode well. We don’t need to have our prayers represented, other folks can pray for
our country. | hope their prayers are good and just.

But what is extremely worrisome to me is that the evangelical pastors are advocates of the
“prosperity gospel movement.” This movement has deep roots that should have been dug out
long ago. The theological idea is that the faithful will receive material blessings from God. God
is the God who distributes wealth. If you are faithful, then God will give you wealth.
Abundance of mind, body, spirit, and bank accounts is your spiritual birthright.

There are so many things wrong with this theology, not the least of which is the fact that
Jesus and all the prophets opposed it. | suppose the theology might hold more plausibility if
everyone’s playing field and starting point were equally beneficial. But we know that where a
person is born as well as the color of their skin has more to do with their net worth than the
quality of their spiritual life.

History is full of poor folks who have great faith, rich people who have no faith life, and
lottery winners whose lives were ruined by their winnings. Furthermore, Jesus tells us that
wealth is a power that while offering great opportunities for compassion ministries, also has
the power to totally corrupt our souls. Dare | say that not all gifts are good nor are all material
goods sent from Heaven?

John Wesley’s motto of “earn all you can, save all you can, give all you can” did prove
remarkably able to transform the coalmine working poor of England. But this was the motto
fueled by worship, spiritual accountability classes, and a strong devotional life mixed in with a
social gospel. This was no system of service and reward, faithfulness and blessing.

| fear that this theology will be used to blame the disenfranchised and reduce their aid even
more. | fear this theology will be used to nullify laws that restrict greed for the common good.
| have no idea what God has planned for the next few years, but | do know that more prophets
will arise. For God has never allowed the theology of prosperity to remain unchallenged for
long. The left out and left behind are too close to God’s heart to ever let it stand .
